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HORACE McCLELLAND
FIRST VICAR OF ST. BARNABAS
JANUARY 31, 1920—DECEMBER 26, 2011

Horace McClelland, the first Vicar of St Barnabasuéh (1987-1995), died December 26 in Nanaimo,
BC, Canada. He was born in Loughgall Co. Armaglrtiern Ireland, attended University in Dublin at
Trinity College, majoring in theology and Englishe would have been 92 on January 31. He is\gedlvi
by his beloved wife, Sheila, and numerous niecelsn@phews.

Before coming to Borrego, he served as chaplai6 {11®87) and headmaster (1975-1978) at Shawnigan
Lake School about 35 miles north of Victoria. Bog served as Chaplain for the British Parachugg-Re
ment in World War Il and saw duty with Commandotsim the Suez and Cyprus. The Queen appointed
him a member of the Most Excellent Order of theiBmi Empire. Sheila remarked once that he was com-
pletely at ease at Buckingham Palace on meetingQuleen and the Duke and Duchess of Kent and had
them all laughing and chatting as if they weregalbd friends.

As Vicar of St Barnabas, then a mission churchademwas conscientious about staying in touch wath p
rishioners. He carried a little book where he rded pertinent information noting arrivals and démes,
and when snowbirds returned, he dropped by asa®possible. Every weekday from approximately
3:30 to 5:00 pm, he visited 3 or 4 households lfarisvisits (sometimes on the golf course).

He loved to hike and probably climbed all the peatksote including Indian Head, always in shortfgan
and ending up with bloody shins. He was usuallyahiead on the trail. He loved golf, and in thdags
De Anza Country Club gave clergy an honorary mestopr

Horace and Sheila were known for their small dirpaaties where they thoughtfully introduced peagfle
similar interests and encouraged new friendships.

After leaving Borrego, they returned many timeshia spring and were welcomed by all their old fden
Horace was a charming Irishman with a contagioutesand sparkle in his eye, a storyteller, gardener
lover of life, beloved husband, uncle, brother, aod friend to many. We will miss him dearly, et
memory will live on in the lives of people he has¢hed.
