of Cana. These are just the beginnings of the manifestations of 
Jesus’ divinity. 
The season of Epiphany reminds us each year of the many ways in which Christ’s divinity was revealed to 
us. And, for those truly able to see, Jesus Christ was ever revealing God to us in all that he did and said, and 
he still is! 
Christ continues to be present and shining his divine light of love and hope in our world wherever any of us 
human beings express his love and mercy and justice for any of our fellow human beings and the rest of 
God’s  creation. We, too, are made to reveal Christ in the world in the way we live, in all that we say and do, 
for Christ is not only now with us, but in us!

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The December Vestry meeting was held on Wednesday, December 28.  Our opening readings focused on the killing of two-
year-olds in Biblical times in the hopes of eradicating the King of the Jews.  Today was the Feast of Holy Innocents. 
 The Finance Report began with the happy announcement that after months of efforts by Tracey Alexander, we have 
received a property tax refund from the County amounting to over $5,000.  The Rectory had been charged regular residential 
tax for years, not accounting for the fact that it is owned by the Church, a nonprofit organization. 
 The Vestry voted to amend its budget recommendation by adding a 20 percent increase to the Church's expected ex-
penditure for water.  With the previously approved 10 percent increase, this should make up for the 30 percent increase in 
water rates.  The congregation will be asked to ratify the budget at the annual meeting on January 15. 
 Also at the annual meeting, Vestry nominees Kathleen Killman, Mac MacDonald and Sue Salt will be introduced and 
the congregation asked to ratify their calling. 
 We were sorry to learn of Josie Blucker's resignation from the Vestry due to her many other commitments.  On a 
happier note, Cathy Gay volunteered to serve the remaining two years of Josie's term.  Her offer was enthusiastically accepted 
by the Vestry. 
 This was a day for farewells.  Lynnis announced her anticipated retirement in May.  She will be sorely missed but 
certainly deserves some leisure time for a change.  Trent Kleinkopf, a man of many talents, has already begun transitioning 
into her duties with the Carillon and weekly Bulletin.  Hopefully he will gradually assume more of her duties.  Anyone inter-
ested in assisting Lynnis and Trent should contact them or any Vestry member.
